Slanted Records Signs Caleb Rowden to Recording Agreement

Pop/Rock Imprint Grows, Signs New Singer/Songwriter

BRENTWOOD, Tenn.—November 4th, 2005--Slanted Records, a pop/rock imprint of Spring Hill Music Group, Inc., has just signed an exclusive recording agreement with singer/songwriter Caleb Rowden, of Columbia, Mo.  Rowden’s debut recording, which has yet to be named, is scheduled to release in May of 2006.  

The project features songs penned by Caleb along with producers and industry veterans Dan Needham (Steven Curtis Chapman, Stacie Orrico) and Kevan Cyka (REM, Hillary Duff).  The recording is a combination of worship songs and “story songs” that describe Caleb’s personal experiences.  


“I am who I am today because of all the different situations and circumstances of my life,” explains 23-year-old Caleb. “Although not all have been mountaintop experiences, they have made me stronger and taught me how to trust in God…we are all on a journey, and these songs are meant to encourage and remind each of us that God is with us no matter what we may be going through.”

“Caleb totally brings a new twist to rock/pop with a classic lyrical bent,” stated Cyka.  “One listen and you'll know what I mean.  His sound and songs came so naturally; it’s really unfair in some ways, but I won’t complain…I just believe.”
“I am thrilled about partnering with the people at Slanted,” states Caleb.  “…My music is a channel for me to let others know what God has done in my life and what He can do for them. To be given the opportunity to take that mission and purpose to this level is a very humbling and exciting thing!”

Caleb began playing drums and performing at church at the age of three.  By the age of 13, he was playing guitar and keyboards; and he had begun writing and was playing drums in a band.  Caleb later began singing in the band, which was enjoying great success in their region of Missouri; and he soon began writing for their projects, which they featured during their travels of over 100 dates annually.  The group eventually disbanded as the members’ lives changed, and Caleb embarked on his solo career, traveling across the nation.

In addition to his performances, Caleb’s work reaches abroad through his not-for-profit organization, Wisdom’s Cry Ministries.  Each year, Caleb and the organization’s board of directors choose an organization to support.  This year, the organization supports missionaries in Bulgaria and India as well as the Sunshine Children’s Center in Kiev, Ukraine. Over 140,000 children live homeless on the streets of Kiev, and Sunshine has created a home where children can get helped, often rehabilitated and placed in foster families.
